
Oklahoma is moving into the winter season and the
possibility of snow and blizzard conditions. These conditions
may make travel to and from the Aeronautical Center
impossible or very hazardous until streets and roads are
cleared. When such conditions do arise, the Aeronautical
Center may be closed to all but essential employees. Such
closings are designated by the Director of the Aeronautical
Center.

Listed below are reminders to all employees in the event such
a closing seems to be in order.

• There are some essential employees whose presence at the
Aeronautical Center will be required, regardless of weather
conditions. Each program and staff manager will have
designated such employees and alternates, if necessary.
Each essential employee will have a written notice of such
designation.

• Any decision from the Director for early closing or not to
open the Center for business at the normal time will be
communicated by telephone through supervisory channels
and by radio and television announcements.

• Do not call the Aeronautical Center Operations Officer
or Security Guards. Their lines need to be kept clear for
emergency messages.

SW 59th Street: (from MacArthur Blvd. to Western to Western to W Ave.)
Airport Rd./SW 44th Street: (from Council Road to Sooner Road)Road)R
Meridian Avenue: (from NW 63rd to SW 59th St.)
MacArthur Blvd.: (from Reno Reno R Ave. to SW 59th St.)

As funding and time allows, AMP-300 will take necessary actions to
keep the following routes open to the Aeronautical Center:

SW 74th Street: (from MacArthur Blvd. to Rockwell Rockwell R Ave.)
MacArthur Blvd: (from SW 74th Street to SW 104th St.)
SW 104th Street: (from MacArthur Blvd. to Portland Ave.)
